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Greetings Fellow Rotarians, 

The month of November each year is designated as Rotary Foundation month. Just as 

a building must have a strong foundation, our Rotary clubs must have a strong        

Foundation in order to carry out all of our programs and projects with which we are 

involved. I am so happy that our members think of our Foundation not only during  

November, but during each month of the year. This is our charity of choice. It was my 

pleasure to acknowledge outstanding giving by several of our clubs with banners on 

November 4th at the Rotary Camp Florida District Foundation function. We                      

acknowledged the top three clubs in per capita giving, Plant City Daybreak $549.67 

Brandon õ86 with $298.38, and New Tampa with $259.90. We also recognized Avon 

Park Breakfast and Sebring Sunrise with 100% sustaining membership, and as               

Every Rotarian Every Year (EREY) clubs. Riverview was recognized as being second 

in foundation giving as an EREY club. Thank you to all who gave during this past 

year. 

Can you explain our Foundation to someone who might ask what the programs are? 

The Rotary Foundation was started in 1917 by Arch Klumph, the sixth President of 

Rotary International. The Rotary Foundation has spent $1.6 billion since 1947 in an 

effort to create world understanding and peace through  local,  national, and                       

international humanitarian, educational and cultural programs. Some of the                      

programs of the Rotary Foundation  are: Polio Plus which began in 1985 when there 

were 125 polio-endemic countries. As of now there are only 4  countries that are              

polio -endemic. 3-H Grants began in 1978 to fund large scale multiple year projects 

that enhance health, help alleviate hunger, or improve human                                                    

development. Most notable recently in our district was the Nigerian agricultural                

project that was funded at $250,000.00. Matching Grants began in 1965 to provide  

matching funds for international service projects. Since 1965, twenty-four thousand 

matching grants projects in 167 countries have been funded at a cost of $257 million. 

District Simplified Grants began in 2003 to support service activities or  humanitarian 

endeavors initiated by a Rotary Club in its community. Volunteer Service Grants be-

gan in 2005 to support qualified Rotarians and their spouses travelling internationally 

to provide a needed service in a community. The award is a flat grant for $3000.00 per 

individual or $6000.00 for a team of up to 5 members.              Continued on page 2  
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Rotary World Peace Fellowships started in 2002 to fund up to sixty scholars per year to study peace and  conflict               

resolution at one of the six worldwide Rotary Centers for International Studies. Ambassadorial  Scholarships began in 

1947 for students to study in a country other than their own. Since the start we have funded this program for 47,000 

scholars at a cost of $476 million with scholars from 110 countries. Probably the most visible program to most of us is 

the GSE (Group Study Exchange) program which started in 1965. Since the start almost 12,000 teams at a cost of $92 

million have participated in this educational and cultural experience. This coming year our GSE counterpart is                        

Dusseldorf, Germany. Their team will be here April 26 to May 24. Get on the bandwagon now and sign up as a host 

family, or to host members of the team at your business.  Contact for information is Ed Odom.  

 

We have two basic ways of giving to our foundation. When you give to the Annual Fund, fifty per -cent comes back to 

our district to use for programs noted above. The other fund, the Permanent Fund secures our programs into the future, 

this is our endowment fund. The goal of Rotary International is for Every Rotarian Every Year to give $100.00 to the 

annual fund. The needs around the world are there on an annual basis. Years ago your goal might have been to become 

a Paul Harris Fellow by giving $1000.00. I applaud all of our Paul Harris Fellows in our district who are still giving to 

our Foundation. They understand that the needs continue and the programs   continue. We need to continuously                 

support our own foundation. There are recognitions above Paul Harris Fellow. The Paul  Harris Society can be joined 

by giving $1000.00 per year. After ten years at this level of giving you are recognized as a Major Donor.  A Major Donor 

is one who gives $10,000.00 in cash donations.  A club in Hong Kong was recently recognized as being a 100% Major 

Donor Club. That is, every member of the club has given $10,000 or more to our foundation. You can check your own 

foundation giving by going to www.rotary.org and  clicking on member access.  You can also give to the Foundation 

from your estate as a benefactor at the $1000.00 level or the Bequest Society at the $10,000.00 level. We have news from 

Rotary International that PDG Bill Hammontree  has been inducted into the Arch Klumph Society. The Arch Klumph 

Society recognizes those individuals who have given $250,000.00 or more. What a wonderful achievement PDG Bill.  It 

is gratifying to see new members in our district with giving levels at $25.00 to $100.00 only a few months after they 

have    become a Rotarian. They get it! You donõt have to give $1,000 or $10,000 to be part of Rotary and itõs many       

programs. But, just give something every year and be able to get that warm feeling in your heart when you look                   

someone in the eyes and say òIõm a Rotarian, let me tell you how Iõm helping to improve our worldó. Be a part of what 

Rotary is all about, donate to our foundation today.
